1. These regulations have been
approved with the purpose of ensuring
comfortable and safe conditions of
staying in the Playground space of
GES-2 House of Culture (hereinafter,
the Institution) and are mandatory for
all adults and children (hereinafter,
Visitors).

The fact of visiting the Playground
means the visitor’s agreement with the
Regulations. In the event of
disagreement with its provisions, it is
necessary to abstain from visiting the
Playground or to leave it.

2. Visitors can visit the space of the
Playground subject to the provisions
of section Il of the Regulations for
recreation and playing activities.
Visiting the Playground (including
entering it) is only possible upon
registration and signing Consent to
visiting the Playground (Appendix 1) /
Consent to the participation of a child
unaccompanied by an adult in the
event (Appendix 2), as well as Consent
of a parent (legal representative) to
personal data processing (Appendix
3). The consent forms are signed on
the day of the visit and must be
resigned upon each following visit of
the Playground.

7. The Institution and/or the
Playground employees do not
supervise the children who are in the
Playground. Parents/ Accompanying
Persons are obliged to independently
ensure supervision over the child
throughout the whole time period of
being in the Playground and, if
necessary, adjust the child’s
behaviour to avoid injuries and
inflicting damage on the child’s health
or the health of other Visitors.

8. Playground equipment is meant for
usage by children who are up 160 cm
tall and who weigh up to 45 kg.

9. The Playground is divided into the
following areas:

— play area: the beaver’s lodge, the
mouse’s house, the ball pool (the
flower),the white mushroom,
chanterelle, tunnels;

— recreation and waiting area: entry
zone, the sofa (seal rookery);

— enclosure: enclosure made of
prisms.

Il. Age-specific visit requirements

1.

Children aged 3 through 12 can
be in the Playground only if
accompanied by Parents /
Accompanying Persons, as well
as visitors over 13 years old as
part of organised tours or other
programmes for adults.

If there are any doubts about the
child’s age or the age of the
Parent / Accompanying Person, a
Playground employee has the
right to ask to see a document
confirming the age of the Visitor
(the certificate of birth or another
document). In the event of refusal
to provide such a document, the
Playground employees have the
right to refuse access to the
Playground.

It is forbidden to leave children
under the supervision of the
Playground employees, except
for cases when the child
participates in special events
organised by the Institution. In
the event of participation in such
events, the Parent /
Accompanying Person can leave
the child in the Playground only
after signing Consent to the
participation of a child
unaccompanied by an adult in
the event (Appendix 2), as well as
Consent of a parent (legal
representative) to personal data
processing (Appendix 3).

When the maximum number of visitors
is reached, the employees have the
right to restrict access to the
Playground. While using the
Playground, it is necessary to observe
an order and not disturb other Visitors.
2. The Visitors must pay attention to
their own health and the health of the
child. If one is feeling unwell, one
needs to immediately inform a
Playground employee of that fact.

3. In the event that a Visitor has
obvious symptoms of cold and/or
infectious diseases, as well as
symptoms of alcohol or drug
intoxication or aggressive behaviour,
the employee has the right to refuse
this Visitor entry to the Playground.

4. In the event that an underage
Visitor sustains an injury, a Playground
employee provides the Parent/
Accompanying Person with a medical
kit with bandages and medical
